A BILL
TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

Relating to hunting; to extend the hunting season
for whitetail deer as a pilot program.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. (a) The Department of Conservation and
Natural Resources shall extend, as a pilot program, the gun
hunting season for 2013-2014 for whitetail deer through the
first two weeks after the close of regular gun season, not to

include hunting with dogs.
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(b) The department shall promulgate rules necessary
to implement this act.

Section 2. This act shall become effective on the
first day of the third month following its passage and

approval by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
