18 law to the contrary, which on the effective date of this act,

19 is located in a county in which a Class 3 municipality has

20 general zoning authority that includes the authority to

21 regulate the structural and architectural designs of buildings

22 and the character of use to which the property on the

23 buildings may be put in areas outside its corporate limits,

24 but not including a municipality with specific zoning

25 authority to regulate outside its corporate limits only for

26 billboards or airport hazards, is hereby empowered to regulate

27 the use of property through exercise of zoning authority,
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1 including, but not limited to, structural and architectural

2 designs of buildings, and the character of use to which the

3 property or the buildings may be put in all areas within one

4 and one-half miles of the corporate limits of the municipality

5 except those properties that are actively being used for

6 agricultural property as defined in Section 41-14-51, Code of

7 Alabama 1975, unless the owner of the property submits a

8 request for rezoning.

9 Section 2. This act shall become effective upon its

10 passage and approval by the Governor, or its otherwise

11 becoming law.
